The hardcore paper 

Creating Inclusive Schools which aims at sensitizing students towards Inclusive 

education achieved this objective successfully. The two-day program was well planned 

with a combination of Academic and Co-Curricular activities catering to the needs of the 

students. The school students had experiential learning with customized worksheets, 

demonstration of science experiments and an array of fun activities.  

 

The success of the visit was evaluated in the classroom, where students shared their 

experiences and documented them as an assignment.  
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The Principals, Staff and students of the schools were overwhelmed with the enthusiasm 

and gesture exhibited by our students and requested a few more sessions in future.
